HSS276 Comic Books and American Cinema 3:0:3(6)
This class will examine the relationship between the American comic book industry and Hollywood
cinema. Covering the cultural impact of comic books, theories of adaptation, and the notion of
intertextual storytelling, this class will provide an introductory overview of the development of the
superhero film and the significance of this genre. Students will study both films and comics, and will
participate in a creative/critical comic book adaptation project.

During the semester,
students are encouraged to perform a selection of musical numbers or newly created musical scenes.
