Based on the musical scores of the
selected 40 best musical songs, we will learn songs in terms of their stylistic characteristics of the
music and lyrics. Plenty of audio—visual material will be used for understanding various musical types,
song types, dramatic situations and stage sets, and light effects. Furthermore, students will have
first—hand learning experiences by attending a couple of live musical stages. During the semester,
students are encouraged to perform a selection of musical numbers or newly created musical scenes.
